

Ocean Shores Fire Department

Thank you for the interest in becoming part of our team at the Ocean Shores Fire Department. The following provides some information about the process of becoming a volunteer and volunteering. 

The Ocean Shores Fire Department is part of the City of Ocean Shores. The fire department provides fire and emergency services to the city and surrounding areas. Our incidents range from structure fires, wild land fires, citizen assists, medical calls, car accident, water rescues, and hazardous materials. We have 12 career staff and a dozen or so volunteers. We are looking to add more volunteers. 
You do not need any prior experience.  All volunteer fire fighters who do not have previous experience are provided a training academy.  After being accepted into the fire department, you are encouraged to be as involved as you want to or can be. Besides calls for service, we provide blood pressure checks, smoke detector battery replacement, and several other customer service and public education activities. 

Applications must meet the following minimum requirements for becoming a volunteer firefighter:
· Must be 18 years of age at appointment and eligible to work in the US
· Possess a High School diploma or GED

· Submit a complete and accurate application 

· Have and maintain an insurable driving record. Include a copy of your driving record, available at the Department of Licensing.
· Have a clear criminal history for crimes against people, drugs, firearms etc. 

· Successfully pass a Washington State Patrol background check

· Must be physically fit and maintain physical fitness for duty, and be able to perform required fire fighting, rescue, and emergency medical activities. 

We normally recruit two to three times per year depending on the need for volunteer firefighters and in conjunction with the recruit academy. But, feel free to turn in your application at any time. A representative will contract you about an oral bored and physical agility test as soon as one is scheduled.
