Inside OSFD

Ocean Shores Fire Department (OSFD) serves nearly 5800 full time residents, providing fire suppression, prevention, and emergency medical services over an area of approximately 9.3 square miles.  
It has an annual operation budget of 2 million dollars and is supported with a staff of (1) Fire Chief, (12) career staff, and approximately 12-15 volunteers.  The department operates through a central 911dispatch center located in Aberdeen WA.  
The Fire Department operates (4) ambulances, (3) fire engines, (1) ladder truck, (2) brush engines, and (1) support vehicle.  These units are based out of 2 stations, one located at the south end of town with (1) fire engine. The remainder of the apparatus is located in the main station at the north end of town.  
OSFD is an advanced life support (ALS) licensed transporting agency that works under the Grays Harbor County Medical Program Director.  In 2014 OSFD responded to 2065 alarms.  78% of those calls were EMS related, 22% were fire related. OSFD also has a mutual aid agreement with it neighboring fire district to the north Grays Harbor Fire District 7.
The Fire Department deploys a three (3) platoon system; A, B, & C shift.  Minimum staffing is set at (1) officer and (2) Firefighter/Paramedics.  The shift schedule is the 48 hrs on 96 hrs off model.  Each shift is comprised of a Fire Captain/Paramedic, Lieutenant/Paramedic, and (2) Firefighter/Paramedics.  Fire crews perform fire suppression, emergency medical calls, rescues, hazmat mitigation, motor vehicle accidents and other calls as needed.
